60 minutes – part of the 
listening section

75 minutes

Adaptive test, no fixed number 
of questions. Multiple choice, 
gapped sentences, extended 
reading

Incomplete sentences, error 
recognition, comprehension

Questions based on the texts 
(250 words)

100 questions based on a 
range of reading materials

• 7 parts

Practice using sample tests Read and answer the questions 

carefully. Don’t deviate. 
Practice reading from a wide 
range of sources: news 
articles, fiction, biographies, 
blogs, reviews

You may not understand every
word in the text – don’t panic!

Write summaries, keep a word 
list – vocabulary, phrasal verbs 
and idioms

Check your spelling and 
proofread your answers
